Transcription symbols (adapted from Wooffitt 2005)
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	The number in brackets indicates a time gap in seconds.
A dot enclosed in a bracket indicates a one-second pause.

A description enclosed in a double bracket indicates a non-verbal activity
A dash indicates the sharp cut-off of the prior word or sound.
Colons indicate sound stretching (the more colons the longer the stretching).

Empty parentheses/brackets indicate the presence of an unclear fragment.
Arrows indicate a marked falling or rising intonation shift (placed before the shift).
Capital letters indicate a noticeably louder sound or word than that surrounding it.
‘More than’ and ‘less than’ signs indicate quicker talk than surrounding talk.
The ‘equals’ sign indicates utterances connected to each other without pauses.

Square brackets inserted in ongoing speech indicate overlapping talk.
