	Act (or refraining from act) benefits speaker, public or specific group; hearer has choice whether to comply or not
	Slow, dusty, thanks; Quiet, hospital zone

	Warning
	Information about future negative effects for hearer, which hearer can avoid
	Speed zone ahead; Reduced speed ahead

	Information/guide
	Other information that benefits or guides hearer
	Rest area ahead; Historical monument
