Examples of different naming forms

Try to explain the choice of naming form in each of the examples given (all from Rowling, 1997):
a. Professor Snape to Harry Potter:


“And a point will be taken from Gryffindor house for your cheek, Potter.” (p. 103)
b. Professor Flitwick to Hermione Granger:


“Oh, well done! Everyone see her, Miss Granger’s done it!” (p. 127)
c. Seamus Finnigan to Harry Potter:

“Harry, you need your strength. Seekers are always the one who get nobbled by the other team.” (p. 135)
d. Draco Malfoy to Ron Weasley:


“You’re in luck, Weasley, Potter’s obviously spotted some money on the ground!” (p. 164)
e. The Weasley twins to Harry Potter:


“Harry,” said the other twin, “did we introduce ourselves? Fred and George Weasley. And this is Ron, our brother. See you later, then.” (p. 74).
